INTRODUCTION
StopTrik IFF opens for the sixth time in Slovenia and Poland with competition programmes of stop motion animations from around the world, special retrospectives and side events, exposing the dangerous liaisons between independent art and official propaganda. This year we aim to expand our understanding and perception of stop motion medium and collectively reflect on its political dimension that assumes various forms and functions, from orthodoxy through criticism to radicalism. 


Neither fashion nor caprices drove us into this direction but a sincere wish to comprehend the meaning behind 6 years of organizing this festival, as well as a need to realize and define contemporary social and political issues that disintegrate the fragile experience of unity and equality. The societies eagerly divide themselves according to various cultural phantasms. As film culture activists we believe that it is extremely important to stimulate reflection, deconstruction and attempts to demythologize dominant narratives. From its very beginnings animation was used as a convenient channel of ideological transmission. Highly impressive artistic works, educational children films, simple commercials - all of them have been easily incorporated into propaganda machinery, none political system excluded. Programme Stop Motion Agitation starts with 1924 classic of USSR propaganda art, visits Western cinematographies of the 1930s and 1950s, and finishes with a stop motion jewel, produced in China during the Cultural Revolution and rarely shown abroad. Midnight Movies: Screen Anxiety illustrates a vital tendency to ‘recycle’ and reinterpret the style of vintage propaganda. Night screening offers the audience a thrill, an adrenaline rush, a fast-ride through the animation techniques with the dominant feature of frame by frame animation. As illustrated by the selection Dark Worlds, at certain point an ideological dogma must die and what remains is a philosophical web of tragic dilemma and unanswerable questions.


Accompanying programme supports the confrontation of the individual with political discourse in art. Jiří Neděla brings Meshes of Despotism, a set of intriguing Czech video art works; Thomas Johnson, Croatian-based British animator, feeds the artist's and the audience's obsessions with his Graffiti Anarch-imation performance. Seminar Emancipatory Potential and Political Influence of Cultural Practice gathers together film culture activists from Slovenia, Poland, Serbia, Kosovo and Croatia, while subversiveness of animated art will be discussed during presentation of the book Obsession. Perversion. Rebellion. Twisted Dreams of Central European Animation.


Once again StopTrik IFF partner festivals will present their unique programmes at the Maribor high schools and at the University. Presentations of Stop Motion Montreal (Canada), Anibar (Kosovo) and South Taiwan Film Festival will be preceded with insightful introductions and followed by discussions with the young audience.

Eventually, let us refer to the essential programme features of the Festival. 43 films in International Stop Motion Competition and 12 in The Borderlands Competition will make you anxious to use your civil right to vote, that is to choose the winners, both in Maribor and Łódź. Though naming StopTrik Grand Prix remains a privilege of the Audience, this year we will also introduce Maribor Students Jury. 19 films from Panorama suggestively outline the interests and inspirations of contemporary stop motion artists. If you want to make your own animation, you have a wonderful chance to learn from the one and only Miloš Tomić on Workshot. If you want to hear how the artists deal with stubborn matter and transform it into elusive cinematic realities, come to Trik Show discussion. If you want to party, there are Nina Bulatovix and Haiku Garden waiting for you. If you want to talk, laugh, admire, or criticize, you have found a right place. Welcome to StopTrik.
